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Assistance Agreement and Transition Program Assent

Between the United States Government and the Republic of Armenia Ministry of Foreign Affairs, memorializing (1) amendments to two bilateral Assistance Agreements including the obligation of $16,048,250, and (2) announce a new two to three year initiative with initial-year funding of an additional $6 million.
Through Amendment Number Seven to the Development Objective Cooperation Agreement between the United States of America, acting through the United States Agency for International Development (USAID), and the Republic of Armenia, acting through the Office of the Head of the Prime Minister Staff, and for the purpose of More Participatory, Effective and Accountable Governance, USAID is increasing its total grant amount from $26,528,193 to $35,127,443, providing additional funding of $8,599,250.
Through Amendment Number Twelve to the Assistance Agreement between the Government of the United States of America, acting through USAID, and Government of the Republic of Armenia, acting through the Ministry of Economic Development and Investments, for the purpose of a More Competitive and Diversified Private Sector, USAID is increasing its total grant amount from $73,255,406.36 to  $80,704,406.36, providing additional funding of $7,449,000 to further implementation of the activities under the Agreement.
Through this Memorandum, the United States of America and the Republic of Armenia announce a new two to three year initiative to support the Armenian government and civil society to advance democratic reform.   This initiative will begin with $6 million in initial-year funding and will support Armenia’s democratic reform agenda, citizen engagement in the process, and delivery of tangible outcomes for the Armenian people.
