Klippel-Trenaunay Syndrome is not treated in Georgia. Only the symptom care is provided.
As an outpatient care the consultations of dermatologist and orthopedics is not covered under the state programs and not the periodical radiology ….. as well. 
In addition, financing of the services that are not covered by the State Program could be considered by the "Referral Service Commission" under the Ministry of Internally Displaced Persons from the Occupied Territories, Labour, Health and Social Affairs of Georgia and the issue of reimbursement of the cost of medical services may be discussed by a referral commission. Also, it should be noted that the referral program does not imply full or partial funding of all patients.

However, it is noteworthy that the letter contains insufficient information about the ongoing investigations and current health condition of the patient, therefore, it is difficult to assume the possibility to manage and monitor these diagnosis in Georgia with accomplishment.

Under UHC state program for the oncological patients are provided chemotherapy, hormone and radiation therapy (also, includes the price of medications- Cisplatin and Paclitaxel) with appropriate co-payment (without co-payment for socially vulnerable people), within the existing limit (GEL 12,000, GEL 15,000) in accordance with the conditions specified in the package.
Up to the above mentioned limit patient should pay the cost of cervices itself.
