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Introduction

In April 2016, The Government of Georgia and the company "Gilead" signed a long-term agreement on the continuous provision for zero price of the new generation of hepatitis C medicines by Gilead Science Inc., until the elimination of hepatitis C in Georgia.
In August 2016, a long-term strategy for elimination of hepatitis C (2016-2020) was developed to achieve the ultimate goal of eliminating the hepatitis C. Strategy sets forth the following targets, to be reached by 2020: 

· 90% of HCV infected persons will be tested for their infection,

· 95% of people with chronic infection will receive treatment, and 

· 95% of persons receiving treatment will be cured of HCV 

This report reflects the Hep C elimination program progress in May 2020. The report was prepared by the Ministry of IDPs from the Occupied Territories, Labour, Health and Social Affairs of Georgia in collaboration with the National Center for Disease Control and Prevention.

(Inclucing 52.35% for SOF based regimens, 35.2% for SOF/LED regimens, and 95, 3% for SOF/VEL regimens). 1,575 persons were retreated with a 2° round of treatment,
with 945% (770/815) of those tested achieving SVR. Overall SV by Intention-to-Treat analysis: 73 6%

The local CDC team is actively involved in elaboration process of the Strategic Plan for HCV Elimination in Georgia 2015-2020 and provides support to Georgia to develop updated Strategy or Implementation Plan for the Elimination of Hepatitis C and B in Georgia 2021-2025. The structure of the template (Promote advocacy, awareness and education, and partnerships for HCV-associated resource mobilization) has been shared and endorsed by the Ministry and NCDC.

Mortality Study

CDC is working with NCDC on the study to evaluate the impact on mortality of a national hepatitis C elimination program, Georgia, 2015 - 2019. Preliminary data was presented at the TAG meeting in 2019 cause-specific mortality was not included in that analysis. As a next step, cause-specific mortality will be studied in order to determine liver-related mortality and more analysis for the predictors of mortality is also planned. 
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
