We would like to kindly apply to the membership of the International Association of Labour Inspection (IALI).
One of the leading functions of the Ministry of Internally Displaced Persons from the Occupied Territories, Labour, Health and Social Affairs of Georgia is inspection of labour conditions at workplaces and oversight compliance with occupational health and safety norms. The Labour Conditions Inspecting Department was established in 2015 under the Ministry to carry out state supervision of the prevention and response to forced labour and exploitation and monitor implementation of the State Programme on Labour Conditions Inspection as well as develop corresponding recommendations, including on the prevention of the spread of novel  coronavirus (COVID-19) at workplace.
The Government of Georgia is committed to direct all efforts to building an efficient system in compliance with international labour standards and to ensure that decent working conditions are available and accessible for the Georgian workers.  To this end, the decision has been made to transform the Department into an independent legal entity of public law under the Ministry of Internally Displaced Persons from the Occupied Territories, Labour, Health and Social Affairs of Georgia. The ultimate goal of establishment of the Labour Inspectorate with its regional branches is to ensure effective implementation of labour legislation, in particular, protection, enforcement and improvement of labour rights. Beside other undertaken measures, Decree on increasing the number of labour inspectors to 100 was adopted in January, 2020 and recruitment process has already started. The road ahead is quite long and challenging but we intend to keep balance so that all parties’ interests are taken into consideration and protected.
We believe that the membership of the IALI will provide us an excellent opportunity to develop professional capacity of labour inspectorate, exchange ideas and best practices on working conditions and occupational safety and consequently, contribute to further enhancement of labour inspection system in Georgia.
Therefore, with great pleasure I would like to nominate Mr. Beka Peradze, Head of the Labour Conditions Inspection Department to be represented at the International Association of Labour Inspection on behalf of the Ministry.
