FIRST ADDENDUM TO THE MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING
By and Between the 
Human Rights and Civil Integration Committee of the Parliament of Georgia, 
LEPL Agency for State Care and Assistance for the Victims of Human Trafficking under the Ministry of Internally Displaced Persons from the Occupied Territories, Labour, Health and Social Affairs, 
and 
the United Nations Children's Fund in Georgia 


This document constitutes an addendum to the Memorandum of Understanding between the Human Rights and Civil Integration Committee of the Parliament of Georgia (hereinafter referred to as the Committee), LEPL Agency for State Care and Assistance for the (Statutory) Victims of Human Trafficking (hereinafter referred to as the Agency) under the Ministry of Internally Displaced Persons from the Occupied Territories, Labour, Health and Social Affairs (hereinafter referred to as the Ministry) and the United Nations Children's Fund in Georgia (hereinafter referred to as UNICEF) on creating a hotline specialized on child-related issues during the COVID-19 pandemic and signed on 24 April 2020.
The objective of this Addendum is to describe the roles and responsibilities of each party relative to the implementation of the new initiative on:
Addressing adolescents’ and young people’s mental health and psychosocial needs during the COVID-19 pandemic, with focus on addressing substance abuse and online gambling by providing counselling and/or support, including referral to the relevant services through the hotline. 
Under this initiative, the parties agree on the following:
1. Expansion of the “Child Hotline 111” (managed by the agency) services to cover issues related to adolescents and young people’s mental health and psychosocial wellbeing, with focus on substance abuse and gambling.
2. Resolving logistical, technical, and legal issues related to the expansion and operation of the hotline as well as resolving the issues of selecting and retraining hotline employees by mutual agreement.
3. The hotline will be operated by the Agency. 
4. UNICEF will provide the financial resources required for the operation of the hotline for a pilot period from June to end of December 2020, as per an agreed budget (Annex I to this Addendum), and effect relevant transfers to the Agency in accordance with the rules established by UNICEF procedures and Georgian legislation.  
5. The Committee shall supervise the activities of the Agency in order to assess the efficiency of the hotline operation and develop recommendations and proposals for improving the hotline activities.

Unless otherwise noted in this Addendum, all terms of the MOU which took effect on 24 April 2020, will remain in effect until 31 December 2020.
