Methodology: For all households in the dataset, current PMT score is estimated and compared to the counterfactual PMT score if their labor income is either lost in the second last month before submission (if they lose job) or decreased by a fixed percentage if they don’t lose their job. The PMT score and the TSA amount that a HH can claim are calculated based on Res. 145, Res. 758 and following amendments. A HH is considered to be a TSA recipient if they report receiving a positive amount of "Assistance for socially vulnerable families" in the previous two months.
TSA expenditure before the income shock is simulated by assigning each recipient household the amount of TSA that the household qualifies for under the current rules, summarized in the following table.
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Based on HIES 2018  the coverage and expenditure of TSA (without including the child benefits to households with score between 65000 and 100,000, is the following:
