At this stage our work on bilateral agreement between Georgia and Poland in the field of temporary regular labour migration is in the final phase and we expect that the agreement will be signed by the end of the year.
Based on all the above mentioned, we express our desire and willingness to start cooperation with Portugal in the field of temporary regular labour migration and we would like to offer you a visit of Georgian delegation to Portugal in the first half of 2019.
