1. The official development cooperation between the United States of America and Georgia is based on the principles of partnership, efficiency, transparency, and contributes to the promotion of mutual political and economic relations between the two countries.

Within the United States Department of Defense Humanitarian Assistance (HA) Program, the United States Embassy Office of Defense Cooperation, the Ministry of Labour, Health and Social Affairs of Georgia and the State Fund for Protection and Assistance of (Statutory) Victims of Human Trafficking wish to cooperate on the implementation of the project “-Small Group Home for Children with Severe Disabilities” (thereinafter “the Project”). The Project aims at construction of 300-350 sq. meter building for the State Fund for Protection and Assistance of (Statutory) Victims of Human Trafficking to be used as a Small Group Home for children with disabilities; The project also includes construction of a boiler (building), new fence, renovation of the old fence, and pavement of the access road. Within the framework of the project two (additional) buildings used as a Small Group Home for children with disabilities are intended to be constructed in the adjacent territory by 2019.
3. In this Memorandum of Understanding the United States Embassy Office of Defense Cooperation, the Ministry of Labour, Health and Social Affairs of Georgia and the State Fund for Protection and Assistance of (Statutory) Victims of Human Trafficking declare their commitments towards successful implementation of the Project and its outcomes.

United States Embassy Office of Defense Cooperation, the Ministry of Labour, Health and Social Affairs of Georgia and the State Fund for Protection and Assistance of (Statutory) Victims of Human Trafficking are prepared to follow this Memorandum of Understanding with due care and efficiency. They will provide all information concerning the Project to each other and discuss all matters that might arise within the context of this Memorandum of Understanding. 

5. The United States Embassy Office of Defense Cooperation is committed to:

5.1. Complete the project by the end of 2018 and turn the building over to the State Fund for Protection and Assistance of (Statutory) Victims of Human Trafficking;
5.2. Cooperate with the Ministry of Labour, Health and Social Affairs of Georgia and the State Fund for Protection and Assistance of (Statutory) Victims of Human Trafficking regarding implementation of the Project activities;
5.3. Provide necessary documentation and information on the progress of construction to the Ministry of Labour, Health and Social Affairs of Georgia and the State Fund for Protection and Assistance of (Statutory) Victims of Human Trafficking. 
6.  The Ministry of Labour, Health and Social Affairs of Georgia is committed to:

6.1. Cooperate with the United States Embassy Office of Defense Cooperation and the State Fund for Protection and Assistance of (Statutory) Victims of Human Trafficking regarding implementation of the Project activities;

6.2. Ensure adequate publicity and visibility of the Project, including reference to the United States of America’s development cooperation and the United States Embassy Office of Defense Cooperation in particular; 

6.3. Ensure its commitment to closing the Tbilisi Infant House located at Nutsubidze Str. 
7. The State Fund for Protection and Assistance of (Statutory) Victims of Human Trafficking is committed to:

7.1. Cooperate with the United States Embassy Office of Defense Cooperation and the Ministry of Labour, Health and Social Affairs of Georgia regarding implementation of the Project activities.
