Georgia’s economic freedom score is 76.2, making its economy the 16th freest in the 2018 Index. Its overall score has increased by 0.2 point, with a substantial improvement in property rights offsetting modest declines in government integrity, judicial effectiveness, and fiscal health. 
Georgia is ranked 9th among 44 countries in the Europe region, and its overall score is above the regional and world averages.
There are four pillars under the economic freedom index and regulatory efficiency includes labour freedom. Labour freedom index: Seven quantitative sub-factors are equally weighted, with each counted as one-seventh of the labor freedom component:
Ratio of minimum wage to the average value added per worker,
Hindrance to hiring additional workers,
Rigidity of hours,
Difficulty of firing redundant employees,
Legally mandated notice period,
Mandatory severance pay, and
Labor force participation rate.
Georgia’s Labour Freedom score is 77.3 in 2018 (score in 2017 was 75.9%) meaning that Georgia is mostly free.

The index published in Economic Freedom of the World measures the degree to which the policies and institutions of countries are supportive of economic freedom. The cornerstones of economic freedom are personal choice, voluntary exchange, freedom to enter markets and compete, and security of the person and privately owned property

Report on world economic freedom 2018 has been published. Georgia is one of the highest scoring nations on top of the list together with Singapore and Hong Kong.  According to report, Georgia is 7th comparing to 2015 when it was 8th. 
The index includes different/various areas where Area 5 (Regulation- Governments not only use a number of tools to limit the right to exchange internationally, they may also develop onerous regulations that limit the right to exchange, gain credit, hire or work for whom you wish, or freely operate your business) envisages labour market regulation index. Georgia in 2016 was 24th. Labour market regulation index covers indicators such as hiring regulations and minimum wage, hiring and firing regulations, centralized collective bargaining, hours regulations, mandated cost of worker dismissal, conscription.

based on Freedom House rankings Georgia’s freedom status is partly free scoring 64 out of 100 ( (0=Least Free, 100=Most Free)

Civil liberties envisage associational and organizational rights (scoring 8 / 12) where freedom for trade unions and similar professional or labor organizations is being taken into consideration.
