The problem is multifaceted, caused by various political, economic and social reasons and does not enable such persons to have access to medical services and legal employment. While still living in Greece, their status prevents them from being equal members of the Greek society, regular tax-payers and persons which can contribute to the maximum extent possible to the development of the Hellenic Republic. 

Currently, the Government of Georgia, through our Embassy in Athens, works closely with the Ministry for the Migration Policy of the Hellenic Republic in order to find mutually acceptable solutions to the problem of the Georgian migrants. We slowly but steadily work on issues of mutual concern. 

To this end, I would like to extend my hand of cooperation and propose to engage in a joint work to identify topics of mutual interest for the benefit of our citizens living in Greece and Georgia. For this reason, I am ready to put forward for your consideration a draft bilateral agreement on the so-called “circular migration” which, I am convinced, could greatly contribute to better regulating certain aspects related to migrants.
I would also like to take this opportunity and extend an open invitation to Georgia, Mrs. Minister, any convenient for you time.
