	This is the third TAIEX activity in series supporting the Georgian health sector. Under the Association Agreement, Georgia has the obligation to bring the national legislation into compliance with the EU legislation. The aim of this expert mission is to assist the Ministry of Internally Displaced Persons from the Occupied Territories, Labour, Health and Social Affairs in approximating the Georgian national legislation on organ transplantation with the respective EU Directives.
