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Significant progress has been made to strengthen policy frameworks, institutions, and capacity across
the CCAM region, including with support from IMF policy advice, financial support, technical assistance
(TA) and training. However, unmet needs and challenges remain. especially reducing vulnerability to
shocks, further strengthening institutions, and securing strong, sustainable, and inclusive growth. There
is strong engagement with the IMF across the CCAM region, particularly among 6 program and near-
program countries.

The RCDC is a partnership among the IMF, CCAM countries and external partners. It will cover 9
countries and focus on TA and peer learning (workshops, seminars, customized training). IMF course-
based training would continue to be handled from IMF headquarters, and the training centers in Vienna,
and Singapore.

Past Fund TA has been effective, and in many areas, highly effective (e.g., monetary frameworks, public
financial management, statistics). Enhanced familiarly with local institutions and political economy,
greater continuity of advisors, and on-the-ground implementation support will bolster effectiveness.

The IMF provided 8.8 person years (“FTEs") of TA, on average, to the CCAM countries over the past
decade, increasing to 9.6 FTEs in 2017, and 13.5 FTEs in 2018.

Based on a needs assessment conducted by the IMF country teams and TA departments, and in line
with the footprint of the IMF's other RCDCs, the CCAM center will likely focus on:

e Fiscal policy: PFM, macro-fiscal, revenue administration.

e Monetary and financial sector issues: central bank operations and financial supervision.

e Statistics: national accounts, price, and/or government-finance statistics.

Other TA needs would be handled from IMF headquarters, with follow up by resident representatives,
country teams, and the RCDC.

The location of the RCDC will be decided based on objective criteria—host-country financial support
and engagement, immunities and privileges, services (flight connections, visa regime, expatriate services,
facilities), security, and possible local partnerships (e.g., with universities or think tanks).

The costs of operations of the RCDC are expected to amount to $30 million for an initial 5-year phase.
The IMF will cover the costs of the center coordinator, while the host country, CCAM members, and
other external partners will cover the rest. All CCAM member countries are expected to provide a
minimum contribution to demonstrate ownership.

e Build out the business plan for the center (confirm TA areas, activities, and budget).

e Make location decision, identify center coordinator, hire advisors.

e Ensure sufficient and sustainable multi-year funding from the host country, members, and external
partners
