The focus should be on a few, practical and implementable commitments, so as not to duplicate the excellent work that has already been done.

· Without specifying the number of commitments, Member States are encouraged to make commitments that cover a range of areas, including prevention, participation, protection and post-conflict recovery, and including both policy and financial pledges.

· Most importantly, all commitments should be concrete, time-bound and measurable. They should be within the ability of Member States to fulfill themselves (i.e. not contingent upon other Member States). 
· Please specify the deadline for the completion of the commitment within the timeframe of April 2019 and October 2020, and identify the category of commitment (policy, financing, civil society engagement, monitoring).
· Member States should be ready to report on their fulfillment of these commitments during the Security Council open debate on Women, Peace and Security in October 2020.
