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Regional Workshop on 2020 round of the Generations and Gender Programme

Concept Note

Chisinau, Republic of Moldova
The Generations and Gender Survey (GGS) is an individual‐level panel survey conducted so far in 24 countries, being a key data resource on issues of fertility decisions, work‐life balance, transition to adulthood, and intergenerational exchanges with a longitudinal perspective. The aim of the GGP is to deliver high quality data for scientific research on population dynamics and family change, relationships between generations, and changes in the social roles of women and men, accounting for economic, social and cultural contexts

Given the rapid changes into the population dynamics in Eastern Europe and Central Asia, there is an increased interest from Governments in this region to address the demographic changes based on robust evidences. The GGS is already used in several countries like Belarus, Kazahstan, Russian Federation to improve their demographic policies while others are seeking for methodological and technical support in conducting this international survey. 

Moldovan Government has decided to conduct the first GGS round in spring 2019. In this regard, the Ministry of Health, Labour and Social Protection of the Republic of Moldova, UNFPA Regional and Country Office and Netherlands Interdisciplinary Demographic Institute (NIDI) are organizing a regional workshop on GGS methodology. The purpose of this workshop is to benefit from shared experiences of other countries that recently conducted a GGS on all phases related to this survey, from planning to dissemination and use of GGS data for policy design.
The 1,5 days workshop will bring representatives from Europe and Central Asia that have recent experience in conducting the GGS. Invited countries will present their experience, challenges and key recommendations for other countries interested in conducting the GGS. Specific issues to be covered are related to GGS design and its linkages with ICPD and SDGs, required resources (time, staff, funds), planning process, multi-round nature (panel decay) and use of GGS data for public policies. 
The workshop is organized in the framework of co-financing Agrement signed between the Ministry of Health, Labour and Social Protection of the Republic of Moldova and UNFPA Moldova for (1) Strengthening the availability of data on demographic processes of the country, based on the internationally-recognized methodology of the Generations and Gender Survey and (2) Designing and providing to the Moldovan Government data-driven and rights-based policy scenarios in addressing demographic issues, based on GGS results
. Specifically, the project will focus on conducting the Generations and Gender Survey in the Republic of Moldova, learning from experience of other countries in conducting this complex survey and using the GGS results in developing data-driven and rights-based policy scenarios on addressing demographic changes. Along with national institutions, the Ministry will benefit from the expertise of the International Advisory Panel on Population and Development and will come-up with a set of policy interventions in demographic sector. 

Scope

The workshop aims to strengthen understanding of Eastern Europe and Central Asia countries on the role of Generations and Gender Programme in providing robust data for addressing demographic changes, based on the recent experience of other countries in the region. 

Objectives
1. Learn from the experience of other countries on the methodological challenges in conducting the GGS and ways of overcoming them. 
2. Discuss stages of the GGS related to planning, pilot, data collection, cleaning and preparation for launch. 

3. Identify linkages between GGS indicators, ICPD Monitoring Framework and SDGs. 

4. Present experiences of other countries in communication before and after data collection. 
Participants
The event will bring 40 participants representatives of the Governments ,  National Statistical Offices that are interested in GGS and UNFPA, including: 

· 10 countries from Europe and Central Asia, especially from Balkan region, interested to learn more about the GGS methodology and ways of conducting this survey in their own country for addressing demographic changes. 
· 4 countries that recently conducted the GGS: Belarus, Kazahstan, Germany and Poland.  

· Institutions coordinating or engaged on GGP, including:

· Netherlands Interdisciplinary Demographic Institute (NIDI) 
· United Nations Economic Commission for Europe (UNECE)
· UNFPA Regional Office for Eastern Europe and Central Asia (UNFPA EECARO)
· Moldova: respresentatives of the National Bureau of Statistics, Ministry of Health, Labour and Social Protection, Demographic Research Center, civil society organizations and academia. 

Timeframe
The event will take place over 1,5 days: 22 January (full day) and 23 January 2019 (half day).
