We thank you and the Secretariat for the report concerning the outcome of the informal consultations held in 2018 on governance reform and the proposed way forward. The EU wishes to reaffirm its commitment to the reform process and we commend you for the format in which these consultations were held. The EU is supportive of the proposed draft decisions concerning amendments to the Rules of Procedure, and we would like to highlight some of the issues raised in the report

Regarding NSAs role in Governing Bodies deliberations, we support enhancing the mutually contributing relationship between governments and NGOs. We take note of the request to elaborate a report and make recommendations to convene an informal meeting or forum to bring together Member States and non-State actors. We reiterate that any endeavours and further steps need to be consulted with both Member States and NSAs. 

Concerning methods of work of the World Health Assembly and the Executive Board, we would like to see progress in the implementation of previously agreed steps on WHO governance reform, like a rolling agenda and concrete measures for all the concept notes presented.
