ON THE WORKSHOP

Georgia has undertaken measures to adapt the 2030 Agenda to national circumstances, defining 98 nationalized targets for the 17 global goals. SDGs and targets are integrated into the Government of Georgia’s Annual Action Plan and an SDG Framework has been developed to integrate the Agenda across government strategies and policies. The MAPS mission is designed to support this process.

During the 2-day workshop participants will be invited to engage in discussions around the outcomes of this analytical exercise and provide inputs, so it can be better adapted to the local challenges. Their critical insight and thematic expertise will provide invaluable input for refining the analysis. The workshop will provide opportunity for political discussion, as well as hands-on sessions around thematic working groups focused on 5 Ps: People, Prosperity, Planet, Peace and Partnerships. The outcome of these sessions will aim to provide a validation for the analytical output of the technical components of the MAPS exercise.

As a result of this dialogue, a list of key recommendations will be developed which will serve as the basis for on-going policy discussions.
