SOF/VEL/VOX + RBV800mg – started in 17/12/2018 (now 11th week of treatment)
At 4 weeks of treatment PCR HCV RNA became detectable.
We discussed the case with international experts (Prof. Geoffrey Dusheiko, Prof. Karla Thornthon), within the ECHO project and recieved recommendations:

1. Recheck HCV RNA at week 8 – if it will be detectable again, stop treatment, no reason to continue;
2. If HCV RNA will be undetectable - continue treatment with the same regimen for 24 weeks.

At week 8 PCR HCV-RNA is undetectable.

Recommendation:

Continue treatment with SOF/VEL/VOX (Vosevi) + RBV 1200 mg – 24 weeks;


Patient needs additional 3 box of Vosevi for completion 24 week of treatment.
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
