	Selection in Georgia:

An online platform will be activated in Georgia. After an initial online selection, personal contact will follow. The selected person will then be invited to an interview. Whoever has then been selected, receives on-site support (if possible due to the pandemic) to fill out all the necessary documents.
	

	
	Points discussed and clarified: 

· There are currently direct flights from Georgia to Germany (Berlin and Munich)

· Mr. Bunturi informs that it may be possible to get a charter flight, financed by the ministry of economics, for large groups. Under the current circumstances, this could provide a safer journey

· As part of the pilot phase, it is planned to test the seasonal workers – financed by the Georgian Ministry of Labour, Health and Social Affairs – before leaving Georgia. This is – as of today and as a positive development – possible

· As an open aspect, however, it remains to be clarified whether the people who have then entered Germany have to be tested again in Germany, go into quarantine (e.g. on a farm) and whether they can still work in separate groups during this time

· All documents finalized by the BA (documents for the applicants) will soon be sent to the Georgian Ministry. To do this, the documents must first be translated into English. As soon as this process has been completed, the BA will inform about it

· Access to the databank (called "webDAV") has been requested for Mr. Bunturi and Ms. Veltauri. The therefore necessary PIN will be given to Mr. Gebremedhin by the IT department. As soon as these are available, Mr. Gebremedhin will notify Mr. Bunturi by phone 

· Mr. Bunturi and Ms. Veltauri will receive a translated manual, as this has only been received in German so far. As soon as this translation is available, Ms. Jasper will send it to the partners
