I am writing this letter of endorsement on behalf of the Ministry of IPDs from the Occupied Territories, Labor, Health and Social Affairs of Georgia to support the UN country team in Georgia and their Expression of Interest submitted to UN Protect Rights of People with Disabilities 4 call for funding.
