Development of temporary (circular) labor migration initiatives and respective schemes between Georgia and interested EU Member States will be further considered to establish partnerships aimed to foster mobility and legal labor migration for development, enhancing cooperation and enriching skills and competencies. This partnership shall take account of protection of human and labor rights of labor migrants, return and reintegration, as well as the impact of brain drain on human capital in Georgia.
 
Cooperation can be supported by various ways and mechanisms to strengthen institutional and administrative capacity, to share the best-established practices and experience in this field, to raise public awareness on benefits of regular migration and risks stemming from the irregular migration.
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
